This program prepares students to demonstrate their level of French proficiency with a higher degree of
accuracy and fluency across the three communicative modes: spoken and written interpersonal
communication; audio, visual and audiovisual interpretive communication; and spoken and written
presentational communication. Mentors will assist students in honing their ability to comprehend and
communicate in formal and informal contexts reflective of the richness of Francophone language and
cultures. Instructional materials and activities will be carefully and strategically adapted from authentic
sources to support the linguistic and cultural goals of the course, while taking into account personal
interests of students.
